Description    
After completing this class, you will know how to handle a canoe and kayak safely and with self-reliance on 
land and flat water.  You must demonstrate the self-rescue skills which are taught during the class in order to 
sign up for Paddle Program trips.  We’ll have fun as we learn the BBF (Bellybutton, Backside, Feet) technique, 
hold a swamped canoe race, perform a canoe-over-canoe rescue, discover ways to maneuver a canoe or kayak 
around an English gate, and practice a trucker’s hitch to tie down your boat.  For stroke and steering practice, 
participants can attend our first trip of the season on Sunday Sept. 19 for FREE. 
 
Students should 
bring: 

 Lifejacket for children 5 and under 
 Lunch and water 
 Sunscreen 
 Hat, shirt for sun protection 

 Shoes to wear in water—NO flip flops
